Since the beginning of Russia's full-scale military invasion of Ukraine, a considerable number of
Ukrainian children have left its territory. Regardless of where they are, Ukraine guarantees these
children the organization of distance learning or in any other form that is the safest for students.

At the same time, when some children abroad continue to study online in Ukrainian schools, the
other part started studying in the schools of the countries where they are, or combines studying in
two institutions at the same time.

On this website, parents of children who are outside of Ukraine will find answers to the most
common questions about the organization of the educational process for their children, evaluation,
transfer to the next grade or obtaining education documents.

The obligation to study at a local school is determined by the legislation of the country in which the
child resides. As a rule, countries receiving Ukrainian immigrants require that children attend their

local schools. Especially when the host state provides financial support to Ukrainians as refugees.

Therefore, you should find out about the need to attend school in the city where the child lives.

At the same time, given the duration of a full-scale war, studying at a local school is at the same
time an opportunity to communicate with peers and socialization for a child in a new place. At the
same time, studying in a Ukrainian school can be combined with studying abroad.

You can study at a Ukrainian school online, remotely, family (home) or externally. The key
advantage of studying in a Ukrainian school is that the child remains in the "native" education
system, where everything is clear to him, perhaps even with the teachers who taught him before.
When combining studying at a school abroad and in Ukraine, the child devotes the main time to
studying at a school abroad, while at the same time completing tasks at a Ukrainian school. With
the beginning of the new academic year, Ukrainian schools adapted and many schools introduced
distance learning for their students who are abroad according to individual educational trajectories.



This is a fairly comfortable format in which the child does not spend a lot of time, but at the same
time is more included in the educational process than, for example, in an external form.

There are also Ukrainian schools in many cities of Europe, Canada, and the USA where children
from the Ukrainian community study. Find out if there is such a school in the city where your child
lives. This option will help maintain a balance between the child's socialization in the new
community and learning in the Ukrainian education system.

In this case, you should find out about the requirements of the country where your child is. Many
countries that have sheltered Ukrainian children require that they attend a local school. Studying
abroad provides a number of opportunities for a child. Among them are socialization in a new
community and communication with peers, learning a new environment and language,
psychological support of the child if necessary, the opportunity to learn in a different education
system.

It is possible to study in this way, you can combine studies in two schools - in Ukraine (remotely, on
an external basis, or family (home) form) and abroad. At the same time, it is worth monitoring the
load on the child, which increases due to such training. One of the options for such a combination,



in order to prevent overload, can be studying at a school abroad and an externship, or studying
according to an individual educational trajectory in a Ukrainian school.

Pupils will be able to receive a certificate of education in the Ukrainian school where they studied
before the war. If at the end of the academic year, such a school is not functioning due to the war,
and the student is abroad, any school determined by the governing body in the field of education
can issue a certificate and fill out the annexes to them. For this, parents or guardians should
contact the relevant governing body. This information can also be provided by the class teacher or
the administration of the institution where the student studied before the war.

If the student studies at the International Ukrainian School, it will issue documents on education.

How to get a document about education in a school abroad, where your child studies, should be
clarified in the institution itself. After all, the conditions for this may differ in different countries and
even cities.

Your child can stay at his school "remotely”, which has become common even during the
COVID-19 pandemic: when lessons are held online. It is face-to-face, albeit with the use of
distance learning technologies. In this case, the child's parents do not need to take any action with
the documents.

If your school is completely destroyed and does not work remotely or is located in a temporarily
occupied territory, you can write an application to enroll your child in any other school in Ukraine.

Forms of education in a Ukrainian school that you can choose for your child abroad:

Distance education as a separate form of education. This is a separate form of education that
provides an opportunity to learn and acquire the necessary knowledge remotely from school. If you
want to enroll your child in a remote form, you should ask the school if it teaches in this form, as
not all schools have the organizational capabilities for this.

Externship - study when a student can independently, in particular in an accelerated mode, master
the curriculum and, accordingly, receive a document on education. The war and the child's stay
abroad are grounds for studying abroad. At the same time, studying in an external form does not
limit participation in external independent evaluation. Studying abroad, your child will be able to
participate in the external examination on a general basis.

Family (home) form. When a child's education is organized by parents, and teachers evaluate it.
Pupils who study in a family form undergo a final assessment, as well as an attestation.

To find out whether the school you have chosen organizes these forms of education, you should
visit its website or call the phone numbers listed on the website. This information can also be
obtained from the governing body in the field of education of the community, city or region. If the
school organizes the form of education you are interested in, you must contact it to enroll/transfer
your child.

If a child does not attend their school and does not maintain contact with it for more than 6 months,
and has not passed an annual assessment, and the school does not have information about the
place of residence or stay of the child and his parents at that time, he can be expelled from school.
By decision of the Pedagogical Council, such students are not transferred to the next year of study.
This procedure is regulated by the Order of the Ministry of Education and Science.

After studying at a school abroad, it is important to receive documents from it with information
about what the child studied and how the results of his studies were evaluated. This will make it
possible to transfer part of the grades from common subjects in the programs of Ukrainian and
foreign schools (this is a right, not an obligation of the school, the school makes a decision on this
at its own discretion), and it will also help Ukrainian teachers to integrate the child into the
educational process faster.

If at the same time your child studied at a Ukrainian school in one of the available forms (distance,
externship, family (home), or individual educational trajectory), there is no need to take additional
measures when you decide to return to Ukraine. If you decide to change the form of education
(transfer a child from an externship, or a distance form for full-time), for this you will need to contact
the school director.

If your child was expelled from a Ukrainian school at your request (application), upon return, it will
be necessary to write an application for his enrollment in an educational institution and pass a final
assessment for the missed period.

If your child did not attend school and did not participate in the educational process for more than 6
months in a row, and the school did not have data on the whereabouts of the child and his parents,
the institution will consider the child as having dropped out of school and will not transfer him to the
next grade.

If the student does not have final (annual) grades for the previous year of study, parents can
submit an application for him to undergo an assessment of educational achievements (externally).
Based on this evaluation, the pedagogical council will make a decision about which class to enroll
the child in for further education. Students and/or their parents choose the form of further education
independently.

After studying abroad, it is important to get documents from that school about what the child
studied and what his academic performance was. These documents will be useful when the child
returns to school in Ukraine and for transfer to the next grade. However, Ukraine currently does not
have a clear procedure for re-enrolling the grades of children returning from abroad. In order to be
transferred to the next grade, the child must pass the final assessment for the missed period.

If your school is completely destroyed and does not work remotely or is located in a temporarily
occupied territory, you can write an application to enroll your child in any other school in Ukraine.

To do this, you need to contact the governing body in the field of education of the community, city
or region and get information about the school that organizes external or distance learning, and
apply in any convenient way to this school to enroll/transfer the child to continue or completion of
studies, as well as for the issuance of a certificate of educational attainment.

Students of grades 1 or 2 may not be transferred to the next grade and may be left to re-learn in
the same grade. The school does this on the basis of a written request from one of the parents or
other legal representatives. This can be done only once during primary school education.

Pupils of grades 3-8 can be left for repeated studies if, according to the results of the annual
assessment, they showed an initial level (1-3 points) in one of the following subjects: Ukrainian
language, mathematics, algebra or geometry. In classes with instruction in the languages of
indigenous peoples and national minorities, this list is supplemented by the language of instruction.
The decision on re-education is made by the pedagogical council of the school with the consent of
one of the parents.

To enroll in the next grade, you will also need to pass
an assessment at a Ukrainian school.

The student will receive a certificate of completion of basic secondary education at the educational
institution to which he was enrolled.

If, at the end of the school year, the school where the child studied is not functioning due to the war
or is located in a temporarily occupied territory, another educational institution can issue a
certificate and fill out an application for a student who is abroad. The issuance of the certificate and
the filling out of the appendices to them can be carried out by another educational institution,
determined by the governing body in the field of education. If the student is enrolled in the
International Ukrainian School, it will issue educational documents.

If the student maintains contact with his educational institution in Ukraine and teachers, the
question of the final assessment is decided by the teacher and the Ukrainian school. If the student
has lost contact with the school and his teachers, the final assessment can be carried out by
another school based on the available results of the final and/or current assessment and on the
results of the 1st semester. If the student is enrolled in the International Ukrainian School, the final
assessment is carried out by the Moscow State University.

During the period of martial law, this issue is regulated by the Procedure for Interagency
Cooperation on the Issue of Documents on Basic Secondary Education and Full General
Secondary Education, issued during martial law in Ukraine, to students who are outside Ukraine.

To receive educational documents, it is necessary to apply to the institution of general secondary
education that ordered the educational document, and also to submit an application in accordance
with Appendix 1 of the Procedure. The application can be submitted by a parent, guardian, or other
legal representative, a relative of the child, or an adult student himself, directly to the institution, or
by fax, e-mail, other means of communication, or in any other way chosen by the applicant.

The delivery of education documents is carried out by foreign diplomatic institutions.

It
is also possible to submit an application remotely - by e-mail, fax, or other means of
communication.
